Olga Burkard is a Swiss-Mexican visual artist living in Geneva. Her practice explores the 

coexistence of living systems and the relationships between organic and constructed forms, 

expressed through abstract and intuitive compositions. 

 

Her work often features geometric shapes and textures, reflecting an early fascination with 

patterns from her mother’s tailoring atelier. Working between pixels and paint, she creates 

layered compositions that echo natural rhythms and evolving systems, where simple forms 

repeat, shift, and expand into interconnected structures. Her work invites contemplation of 

balance, adaptation, and the dialogue between structure and organic growth.
